The Rutgers Firearms Association Constitution

ARTICLE I

The name of the organization shall be “The Rutgers Firearms Association”

ARTICLE II

The purpose of the organization shall be to provide a positive social climate for the discussion and promotion of firearm safety, political issues regarding federal, state, and local laws, and to encourage practice and competition of the shooting sports.
SECTION I

Regular meetings shall provide a forum for guest speakers, such as law enforcement officials and shooting sport competitors.  Meetings shall also discuss proper handling and safety for a firearm.  Lastly, meetings will be a place for camaraderie among members.

ARTICLE III

Membership shall be open to all Rutgers University students and must comply with federal laws prohibiting discrimination on the basis of race, creed, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, age, sex, disability, marital status, familial status, affectional or sexual orientation, or veteran status.
SECTION I
Membership is not limited to those who possess licensed firearms.  The only major requirement is an interest and enthusiasm for firearms and the shooting sports.
ARTICLE IV

There will be four officers of the organization: the President, Vice-President, the Treasurer and the Secretary.  Other positions that may be included but not required are the Web Developer, PR officer and Firearms Instructor.
SECTION I

The President shall be responsible for the organization of meetings, guest speaker arrangements, and seeing that the organization’s goals are accomplished.
SECTION II

The Vice President shall serve in the absence of the President. 

SECTION III

The Treasurer shall be responsible for all financial transactions of the organization.  Any financial transaction requires joint approval by the Treasurer and the President.

SECTION IV

The Secretary shall be responsible for recording the events at each meeting and distributing the information recorded to the organization’s members.  The Secretary is also responsible for all official correspondence between the organization and University officials.

SECTION V
The PR officer shall be responsible for guest speaker arrangements, as well as member recruitment and publicity of the organization.
SECTION VI
The Firearms Instructor shall be responsible for arranging instructional events involving firearm safety and recreational range time.

SECTION VII
The Web Developer shall be responsible for maintaining and updating the organizational website, and up keeping a serviceable mailing list including all of the current members. 
ARTICLE V
Elections for positions in the Executive Board shall be conducted by secret ballot.  Votes shall be tabulated by any available Executive Board member. A simple majority is required for election.  Nominations for available positions shall be made by other members or self-nomination.
SECTION I

There is no term limit to an Executive Board position.  Board members may step down at any time, and a special election shall occur to fill the vacant position.
SECTION II

Graduation of an Executive Board member shall call for a special election to fill the available position.

SECTION III

An Executive Board member can be voted out of office if a vote of confidence is voiced by one of the organizations members.  There must be just cause for this vote, such as negligence or failure to fulfill duties, and a ¾ majority must vote in approval for the Executive Board member to be impeached.  In this event, a special election shall be held to fill the vacant position.
ARTICLE VI
There are no dues required from members.
ARTICLE VII
Any member may propose an amendment to this constitution in writing.  The proposed amendment will be considered for a vote at the next scheduled meeting.  A 2/3 majority shall amend this constitution, subject to the approval of the Student Development & College Affairs.
ARTICLE VIII
This organization shall abide by all applicable laws of the State of New Jersey and the United States.
ARTICLE IX
This organization shall abide by all applicable rules and regulations of the University under the privileges as granted by the Student Development & College Affairs. Deans, and Dean of Students where chartered. This organization shall also abide by the rules and regulations of the Board of Governors, the University, and the colleges as provided by the Board of Governors and the Deans of the Colleges.
SECTION I

Current legislation prohibits the possession of a firearm on academic property.  Under no circumstances is a member or guest speaker to bring a firearm onto Rutgers campus property.

SUBSECTION A
Exceptions to Article IX, Section I are law enforcement officials who are permitted by law to carry firearms to perform official duties.
SECTION II
Members of the organization shall be held to the highest standards regarding responsibility and safety of firearms.  Any suspicious or illegal activity by any member of the organization shall be immediately reported to the proper authorities.
